Seconded by Councilmember
Natvig. All ayes: Councilmembers LeRette, Fitzgerald, Natvig, Bynum, Phillips, and Spread.

Council asked if the budget could be reduced at the public hearing, and City Administrator Mandsager
stated it could be reduced but not increased.

Vote — All ayes: Councilmembers LeRette, Fitzgerald, Natvig, Bynum, Phillips, and Spread. Motion
carried.

The final item on the agenda was a resolution setting public hearings on loan agreements for the bond
issue scheduled for June 1, 2012.

#21932. Councilmember Spread moved the resolution be adopted setting a public hearing for the loan
agreements for the bond issue scheduled for June 1, 2012 for Thursday, March 1, 2012, at 7:00 p.m. Seconded by
Councilmember LeRette. All ayes: Councilmembers LeRette, Fitzgerald, Natvig, Bynum, Phillips, and Spread.
Motion carried.

Under comments, City Administrator Mandsager stated that four votes are required for the approval of the
budget.

Seconded by
Councilmember Bynum. All ayes; motion carried.
