Jefferson School locked down during one investigation Thursday afternoon

(Oct. 27), one that resulted in a brief lockdown of Jefferson School.

26) for a report of two males fighting with one participant allegedly having a firearm. Due to the

location of the incident Jefferson School was placed on lockdown.

Police arrested a 16-year-old male Muscatine resident. The individual was charged with first
degree robbery and possession or dominion and control of firearms by felon. The previously

adjudicated delinquent is currently being held in the Muscatine County Jail.
