Plenty of opportunities for individuals and organizations to support event

MUSCATINE, lowa — Thousands of riders and their support
personnel will be stopping in Muscatine on July 29 as the Register’'s
Annual Great Bicycle Ride Across lowa (RAGBRAI) completes the
final day of a week-long ride from Sioux City to Davenport.

Lots of activities are being planned along the route and in
Muscatine’s Riverside Park with Muscatine the final “Meeting Town”

before the final push to Davenport.

The Muscatine RAGBRAI Committee is seeking volunteers to help welcome the 30,000 plus

riders and support personnel as they see the Mississippi River for the first time.

Riders will have the rare opportunity to “Double Dip in the Mississip”, dipping their tires in the
Mississippi during their stop in Muscatine’s Riverside Park before completing their ride by
following the river along Highway 22 to the finish at the Marquette Street boat ramp and
veterans Memorial Park in Davenport where riders will officially dip their tires to finish their

journey.

Volunteers are needed to greet riders, direct visitors to
activity locations, answer rider and visitor questions, drive golf carts, slice up watermelon, take

photos at the “double dip” site, and assist the committee with a variety of other functions.

There will also be opportunities to participate in a route beautification contest (details to be

announced later).
